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A match 
made in
heaven

Th e lighted steeple of Palisade Lutheran 

Church in western Rock County is a beacon on 
the prairie for travelers on State Highway 23.

But in recent years, that light was at risk of 
dimming — literally and fi guratively. Sunday 
morning attendance was dwindling, and the 
congregation’s spiritual well was running dry.

Th ere was even talk among synod leaders 
about closing the doors to merge with a larger, 
more vibrant nearby congregation.

But last fall, the tide turned for Palisade 
Lutheran and its sister church, First Lutheran 
in Valley Springs.

‘It feels like home’
Laura Phillips, a preschool teacher-turned 

pastor from Farmington began interning with 

the two churches on Sept. 11, 2016.
“I knew nothing about them except that they 

needed a pastor,” she said.
Th e church members knew nothing about 

Phillips except that she needed an internship.
It turned out to be a match made in heaven.

“It very much feels like home to me,” Phillips 
said. “It’s very much like the church I grew up in.”

As a side note, her childhood pastor in 
Farmington is a former pastor at Palisade church. 

“No wonder I feel at home.”
And she said there’s something special 

about her relationship with her parishioners. 
“Everyone has been so kind to me,” Phil-

lips said. 
“What I love about this church is they are 

so small, everyone is involved and everyone 
is doing something. It’s fun to see how people 

pitch in and get things done.”
Palisade Lutheran has an average Sunday 

morning attendance of 35-40 out of its 160 mem-
bers. And, because of the small group, it didn’t 
take her long to meet everyone.

“I get to enjoy them and love them; that’s my 
job,” she said. “It’s loving people. Knowing them, 
knowing how to pray for them, and especially 
sharing with them the gospel message.”

‘She has been a godsend’
From a church member’s perspective, the 

feelings are more than mutual.
“I just feel like she has been a godsend — not 

just to David and me, but to our congregation,” 
said Patti Swenson.

A Luverne couple who man-

aged Taco John’s are accused of 
felony theft after owners tabulated 
more than $31,000 in missing cash 
deposits.

According to the criminal 
complaints fi led Monday in Rock 
County District Court, the investi-
gation started last fall when own-
ers contacted the sheriff ’s offi  ce 
about suspected employee theft.

Owners Ronald and John 
Christianson have owned the Taco 
John’s in Luverne for 12 years and 
hired Jacob Wright as manager 
four years ago. His wife, Amber 
Wright, was assistant manager and 
has worked at the restaurant for 
the entire time the Christiansons 
have owned it.

Th ey told law enforcement 
they had been having problems 
with weekend deposits — includ-

ing Fridays — not getting in the 
bank until Monday. Typically de-
posits are made every day except 
weekends.

Th ey said money would be 
missing and later paid back and 
some shortfalls were covered by 
other deposits. Th e Christiansons 
said this pattern continued and 
got progressively worse until they 
were missing $26,000.

Th ey said they approached 
the Wrights about the shortfall 
and gave them the opportunity 
to pay it back.

Then they confronted the 
Wrights about the money and 
discussed gambling problems.

Teacher turned preacher ‘breathes life’ into rural church

Th e documentary fi lm, “Th e Bad 

Kids,” will be shown at 7 p.m. Friday, 
March 17, on St. Patrick’s Day at the 
Palace Th eatre in Luverne.

Th e fi lm documents the story 
of students in poverty at Black Rock 
Continuation High School near Yucca 
Valley, California, where Vonda Vi-
land is principal.

Th e fi lm follows her positive im-
pact on students who face daunting 
challenges on their road to gradu-
ation.

Viland graduated from LHS in 
1984 and has taught in the California 
school district for 30 years.

 “Th e Bad Kids” was fi lmed over a 
two-year period and uses no narrator. 
Instead, the camera follows Viland 
and the Black Rock students, using 
their interactions and conversations 
to tell the story.

Th e Sundance Film Festival rec-
ognized the production for its unique 
fi lming technique.

As a result of the fi lm’s accolades, 
Viland wrote a book with co-worker 
Deborah Turner called “Lessons 
From the Bad Kids.”

Th e book is written for educa-
tors, mental health providers and the 
general public. Th e book was released 
in January.

Luverne’s March 17 showing of 
the fi lm comes days before the fi lm 
premieres on the Public Broadcast-
ing Channel.

Viland fashioned staff  develop-
ment lessons for each book chapter. 
Each chapter has about 10 activities.

“As it is our goal to help kids, we 
are giving (the lessons) to anyone who 
contacts us wishing to have them to 
work with educators to help at-risk 
students,” Viland wrote.

Luverne.” Luverne enters the 
tournament with a 5-0 re-
cord. Two of those wins came 
against Luverne’s “B” team.

When 30 seventh- through 
12th-grade students expressed 
interest in this year’s Mock 
Trial team, coach Deb Schan-
delmeier and attorney coach 
Jeff  Haubrich formed an “A” 
and a “B” team.

Each team competed in 
three rounds, with the top 
four teams advancing to the 
semifi nal rounds. Th e top two 
teams meet in the fi nals.

Luverne’s teams went 
head-to-head twice in the 
case involving a high school 
student’s lawsuit against his 
school district for infringing 
on his right to free speech.

The teams prepare for 
both the plaintiff and the 
defense sides of the civil case. 
Each side has three witnesses 
and three lawyers plus time-
keepers and a bailiff . 

Teams are told which side 
they need to prepare in the 
Mock Trial.

Luverne’s team prepares 
extensively for either side in 
four-day-a-week practices 
before or after school.

“Practice is all about rep-
etition,” explained senior 
Knute Oldre.

Oldre returns to the state 
competition as the two-time 
All-State Attorney.

Members of the “A” Team 
are lawyers Oldre, Dylan Th or-
son, Hans Bakken and Alexa 
Chelsey. 

Witnesses are Madison 
Schandelmeier, Zayna Hustoft, 
Emma Verbrugge, Gunnar 
Oldre, Jadyn Anderson and 
Megan Rogers. Grace Sweeney 
and Sophia Lanoue are the “A” 
team’s understudies.

“We have been lucky with 
very bright kids who are will-
ing and able to spend a lot of 
time working on Mock Trial,” 
Haubrich said. 

“Also they stick with it all 
the way through (high school) 
so we aren’t starting from 
scratch each year.”

Despite the extensive 
practices, last-minute chang-
es still occur moments before 
the competitions. 

Junior Emma Verbrugge is 
a return witness. She portrays 
the suspended student for the 
plaintiff .

“I like to be prepared,” she 
said. “But it’s hard to memo-
rize things the day before.”

Good camaraderie helps 
the students stay focused in 
practices and competitions.

Th e “A” team completed 
more work themselves since 
both coaches divided their 
time between two teams in 
preparing the civil case, which 
has tougher rules.

“It takes a lot more time 
with a fi rst-year team,” said 
returning senior attorney 
Th orson.

Verbrugge added, “We 
relied more on each other be-

cause we didn’t have (Coach) 
Schandelmeier all to our-
selves.”

Th e “B” team met in the 
Feb. 9 state semi-fi nals against 
the winning “A” team.

“The quality of the “B” 
team surprised us,” Th orson 
said.

Witnesses follow affi-
davits from the actual court 
case, details of which are 
memorized.

Th e lawyers, however, de-
velop original questions to ask 
their witnesses as well as the 
other team’s witnesses. Word-
ing is important to avoid an 
objection from the opponents.

“We never know what the 
cross questions are going to 
be,” coach Schandelmeier said.

Witnesses and lawyers 
earn (or lose) points according 
to judges watching the trial.

Experience may give 

Luverne a winning edge in im-
proving on last year’s eighth-
place fi nish. Two years ago the 
team placed 10th.

“I think it is going to get 
easier,” said fi rst-year lawyer 
Alexa Chelsey, a freshman.

Th is year was easier for 
returning junior Hans Bak-
ken, who now participates as 
a lawyer after having been a 
timekeeper two years ago.

“You get to watch a team 
create a dynamic,” he said.

The state’s Mock Trial 
program is organized through 
the Minnesota State Bar As-
sociation.

Its purpose is to give 
students a practical under-
standing of the American 
legal system while assisting 
students to develop critical 
and creative thinking, eff ective 
communication and analyti-
cal reasoning skills.

Livestock production 

continues to expand and 
improve in Rock County, 
surprising local feedlot of-
fi cials.

Doug Bos, the local 
feedlot offi  cer, presented the 
2016 Feedlot Summary to 
Rock County Commission-
ers Feb. 21.

“We thought we were 
going to have a slower year 
given the (low livestock) 
prices we were experiencing,” 
Bos said. “A lot of growth 
continues.”

The Minnesota Pollu-
tion Control Agency con-
tracts annually with indi-
vidual counties to assist with 
the state’s feedlot program. 

As part of the contract, 
Bos and technician Lance 
Wheeler inspected 7 percent 
of the 600 feedlots in Rock 

County.
Last year they inspected 

42 feedlots and assisted two 
feedlots with environmental 
improvements.

Since 2002, 138 feedlots 
in Rock County have under-
gone minor or major envi-
ronmental improvements.

The county issued 13 
feedlot construction permits 
last year.

Of those permits four 
were for hog barns, six were 
for cattle barns and three 
were cattle feedlot expan-
sions.

Bos said as part of the 
permit process each con-
struction site was inspected 
an average of three separate 
times.

Bos noted 2016 was the 
fi rst time cattle outranked 
hog expansions within the 
county.

recruitment 
“If you know anyone looking 

for a teaching job, we are hiring

Four new hog produc-
tion sites have already been 
permitted along with four 
cattle and one dairy expan-
sions . 

One more cattle and 
three more hog facilities are 
in the application process.

It is not unusual for 
permit numbers to vary from 
year to year.

In 2014, Rock County 
had 10 new or expanding 
feedlot requests. The fol-
lowing year that number 
jumped to 24.

Her path to seminary was 
long and winding.

“I loved teaching, and it 
translates well to ministry,” 
Phillips said. “To lead Bible 
study is something I really 
love doing.”

After several years in 
the classroom, Phillips left 
teaching to be a stay-at-home 
mom, and she fi lled her spare 
time volunteering for various 
causes.

‘I know I’m being 
drawn somewhere’

After moving to Sioux 
Falls, her big commitments 
included volunteering at 
Children’s Home Society and 
serving in leadership for Bible 
Study Fellowship.

“I liked it but I always had 
the feeling there was some-
thing more for me in the world,” 
Phillips said.

It turns out she wasn’t the 
only one with that inkling. 

After fi ve years with Fel-
lowship of Christian Athletes, 
Phillips told her life coach, 

“I know I’m being drawn to 
something different; I just 
don’t know what it is.”

Th e woman didn’t hesi-
tate. “You really need to be in 
a pulpit somewhere,” she told 
Phillips, encouraging her to 
pursue seminary.

“I felt like, ‘Yes.’ Th is is what 
I needed to hear,” Phillips said. 

“Here this complete stranger 
put the picture together.”

In the fall of 2012, she 
started with one seminary 
class, to satisfy her curiosity, 
and now she has only a couple 
classes to go before graduating 
May 18.

Meanwhile she has per-
mission from the bishop to 
administer the sacraments 

— baptisms and communion 
— as a “syno dically authorized 

minister.”
Parishioners hope Pastor 

Laura will stay with them once 
she’s ordained.

“It feels like there’s so 
much joy and happiness,” Sw-
enson said about the church 
atmosphere since Phillips 
started.

She said 
more families 
are attending 

again, and 
many stay af-

ter the service 
for coff ee and 

to mingle. 
“She has 

brought us all 
together again.”

Swenson 
said she feels 

as if Pastor 
Laura’s words 

are inspired by 
the Holy Spirit.

“Her 
sermons seem 
to speak to us 

from the heart 
to the heart,” 

she said.
Swen-

son added 
that Pastor 
Laura and 

her husband, 
Fran Phillips, 
are a friendly 

approachable 
couple. 

“Th ey’re 
just so much 

fun,” she said. 
“Th ey’re hilarious and so real 

and seem to enjoy life.”
Th at’s exactly how Phillips 

said she likes it. 
“I love it here. It feels com-

fortable. It feels like I belong 
here,” she said. “I know that 
God has called me to this 
place.”

‘Love God and love each other’
Phillips said her favorite 

Bible passage is Romans 8, 
Verses 1 and 2.

“Th erefore, there is now no 
condemnation for those who 
are in Christ Jesus, because 
through Christ Jesus the law 
of the Spirit who gives life has 
set you free from the law of sin 
and death.” 

The final two chapters, 
38 and 39, say, “For I am 
convinced that neither death 
nor life, neither angels nor 
demons, neither the present 
nor the future, nor any powers, 
neither height nor depth, nor 
anything else in all creation, 
will be able to separate us from 
the love of God that is in Christ 
Jesus our Lord.”

Phillips said the message 
of forgiveness is among the 
most important lessons she 
can share.

“People are so burdened. 
People hold onto things for so 
long that they shouldn’t,” she 
said. “God forgives, and they 
need to know that.”

For this reason, Phillips 
fi nds that people are eager to 
share their worries and con-
cerns with her, and she fi nds 
that fulfi lling.

Ask a Trooper: License plate locations differ among various vehicles but all must be visible
Question: We live in Minnesota 

but travel south for several winter 
months. Many other states only 
have a rear license plate. Why does 
Minnesota have two? Th anks.

Answer: Minnesota state law 
requires two license plates on your 
vehicle with some exceptions. 

Some vehicles are allowed 
to display only one license plate: 

motorcycles; a dealer’s vehicle or 
vehicle in-transit; a collector’s vehicle 
with a pioneer, classic car, collector, 
or street rod license; a vehicle that 
is of model year 1972 or earlier (not 
registered as a collector vehicle), and 
is used for a general transportation 
purpose.

License plates cannot be 
displayed in the front windshield 

or the rear window; they must be 
displayed on the front and rear.

Th e person driving the motor 
vehicle shall keep the plate legible, 
unobstructed, and free from grease, 
dust, or other blurring material (dirt, 
mud, snow, etc.) so that the lettering 
is plainly visible at all times.

Why do we need to have two license 
plates? It is the law in Minnesota and 

from a law enforcement perspective 
it is safer to have two plates as it 
helps law enforcement a great deal 
in properly identifying vehicles for 
many different reasons. Properly 
identifying vehicles will help in 
locating possible impaired drivers, 
suspects in many diff erent criminal 
activity events, hit and run and gas 
drive-off  vehicles, to name a few. 

If you happen to lose or damage 
any of your license plates, order 
duplicates through the Department 
of Vehicle Services (DVS).

it was thrown in the garbage 
accidentally by someone. 

Th e couple also had ac-
cused other employees of theft 
with missing money days. 

The owners  asked that 
law enforcement accompany 
them to the restaurant to con-
front the Wrights about the 
missing money.  

When they arrived at the 
restaurant, John indicated 
they were short $3,000 from 
the previous weekend, which 
included $400 of petty cash. 

After the owners con-
fronted them, Jake admitted 
to taking the money, and he 
and Amber were taken to the 
Law Enforcement Center to be 
interviewed under Miranda.

Jake reportedly admitted 

he took the money to pay bills, 
including utilities, groceries 
and shoes for his kids, but he 
also admitted to extensive 
gambling at the casino in 
Larchwood, Iowa.

He admitted that he had 
been taking money from de-
posits for 18 months, but he 
believed that there was more 
money missing than what he 
and Amber had taken. 

He blamed other em-
ployees for additional thefts, 
saying they stole $8,000 to 
$9,000. Jake denied having a 
drug problem but admitted 
he used marijuana. He denied 
that was the reason for the 
thefts despite what Ronald 
Christianson had believed.

When Amber was in-

terviewed she blamed other 
employees and further denied 
knowing that Jake was taking 
money. 

She then admitted that 
she thought Jake had money 
taken from his paychecks to 
repay the stolen money used 
to pay bills and rent. 

According to the court 
document, Amber contin-
ued denying ever taking any 
money but did agree that Jake 
had taken money and gone 
to the Casino to try to win 
enough money to pay back 
the Christiansons.

According to the Iowa 
gambling commission, play-
ers cards for both Jake and 
Amber Wright showed exten-
sive gambling in the previous 

six months — $51,000 for Jake 
and $9,500 for Amber.

Separate interviews with 
several employees resulted 
in similar stories — that the 
Wrights had access to the 
cash and were responsible 
for the thefts. Some knew of 
the Wrights taking money and 
paying it back, and they also 
reported two years or more 
that the managers hadn’t 
counted down money at the 
end of the day like they’re 
supposed to.

B a n k  re c o rd s  l a t e r 
showed missing money to-
taling  $31,280.51.

Both of the Wrights have 
been charged with felony theft 
and their fi rst court appear-
ance is set for March 20.

Instead of migrating north through 

Rock County, bald eagles may decide 
to stay, according to the Minnesota 
Department of Natural Resources.

Rock County is currently not 
included on the DNR’s bald eagle range 
map because the eagles have not been 
spotted in the area during June and July, 
the typical nesting season.

However, the large white-headed 
birds are nesting in nearby counties.

“Th at’s the trend,” said Wendy 
Krueger, the DNR area wildlife 
supervisor in Marshall. “We have a few 
more (reports) that they are staying to 
nest.”

Both the bald eagle and its close 
cousin, the golden eagle, migrate 
through the southwest portion of the 
state, generally on their way to the 

Great Lakes region. While the golden 
eagle has chosen to continue the 
migration, the bald eagle is staying in 
the area longer. 

Th e eagles are primarily fi sh 
eaters. “Th ey need open water for 
fi shing,” Krueger said.

However, eagles do feed off  the 
deer carcasses that are prevalent 
locally, she added.

U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
estimates 27,000 bald eagles live in 
the state. 

Twin Cities eagle biologist 
Margaret Rheude said it’s hard to 
determine the eagle numbers until 
nests are built, generally when the 
birds are 5 or 6 years old.

Young eagles in Rock County 
could be scoping out future nest 
locations. 

“No records of nests doesn’t mean 
they are not there,” Rheude said.

Eagle nests have been spotted in 
Lincoln, Lyon, Murray and Jackson 
counties with two nests located in 
Lyon County, Iowa. 

Typically eagles build multiple 
nests in a location and return to one 
or the other in subsequent years.

Th e nests get quite large due to 
additional building materials each 
year, she said.

Nationally the bald eagle is no 
longer an endangered or threatened 
species. Th ey were removed from 
that list in 2007. Instead they are 
protected under the Bald and Golden 
Eagle Protection Act.

“MOONSHINE”

Bootleggers’ Filling Station 
Discovered in Clump of Wil-
lows in Hay Field South of 
Town.

What is presumed to have 
been a “bootlegger’s filling 
station” went out of busi-
ness Sunday Evening when 
Night Policeman Wm. Linville 
swooped down upon a clump 
of willows on the L. B. LaDue 
eighty, two miles south of town, 
and confi scated two two-gal-
lon jugs fi lled with moonshine.

The officer brought the 
contraband goods to Luverne 
and it has since been reposing 
in the vault at the city hall. Just 
who the booze belonged to is 

a moot question and city hall 
habitués are unanimous in 
the conclusion that the owner 
is not at all likely to call and 
prove his right to possession.

This LaDue eighty is 
mainly hay land situated 
between the Doon tracks 
and the Ashcreek state road 
and aside from several hay 
stacks, about the only thing 
that obstructs one’s view is a 
few straggling willows. It was 
in a bunch of these that the 
booze was fi rst found Sunday 
afternoon by Harlan Smith 
and Jacob Salverson.

Th e boys had been hunt-
ing in that vicinity, came upon 
the two jugs and ascertaining 
their contents, removed them 
to another patch of willows 
and came to Luverne and 
notifi ed Policeman Linville 
shortly after the supper hour. 
Mr. Linville conferred with 
Chief of Police Connell and 
also attempted to communi-
cate with Sheriff  Wiggins, but 
Mr. Wiggins was out of town. 
Upon Mr. Connell’s advice, he 
promptly went to the place 
where the jugs had been hid-
den and brought them to town.

In the opinion of police of-
fi cers, the jugs were kept there 
by some bootleggers who used 
the willows for store house pur-
poses and found it convenient 
to go there from time to time 
and fi ll bottles of popular size 
for the retail trade in this city. At 
any rate the contents of the two 
jugs found had not been utilized 
for this purpose, for both were 
full to the neck.

Persons who claim to be 
good judges of whiskey who 
have gotten a “whiff ” of the 
contents of the jugs, give it as 
their opinion that the liquid is 
powerful stuff  and that it pos-
sesses a  certain odor or twang 
that might indicate that the 
manufacturer was not a novice.

cility on Luverne Street was 
built. The 1903 structure 
was then used as a mental 
health facility.

New 1957 building 
replaces 1903 structure

Work on the “new” 
hospital started early in 
the spring of 1956 and was 
completed in June 1957. 

Total cost for the hospi-
tal and equipment was 
$270,072.  

The hospital dimen-
sions were 137 feet from 
east to west, and 127.8 
feet north to south. The 
patient capacity was 24 
beds in 12 patient rooms. 

The hospital touted 
emergency, delivery, sur-

gery and X-ray rooms, and 
laboratory, nursery and 
sterilizing room.

1964 addition
The new hospital, with 

its modern facilities, was 
used so extensively by the 
community that by 1960, 
the hospital board met 
with the City Council to 

discuss an addition.
Luverne voters ap-

proved a bond issue, and 
by 1962, a new addi-
tion was started on the 
east side of the hospital. 
By 1964 patients were 
moved from the old wing 
to the new, and the old 
one was remodeled.

The 11,630-square-
foot addition, includ-
ing remodeling, cost 
$350,000. With the 
improvements, Luverne 
Community Hospital was 
classed as a 38-bed facil-
ity. 

All patient rooms 
were air-conditioned and 
electrically heated with 
individual toilet facilities.

Dr. Darrel Siebert 
joined the Luverne staff 
in 1965, shortly after 
the renovations were 
complete and he said he 
appreciated the town’s 
progressive approach to 
its hospital. 

“I realized it wasn’t 
the doctors who built the 
hospital and made the 
improvements, it was 

the community, and it’s 
something we need to 
continue doing,” Siebert 
said in a Star Herald 
feature story about the 
hospital’s 40th anniver-
sary. 

“That’s how we’re 
going to keep a medical 
facility here.” 

1991 addition
Since the 1964 im-

provements, changes in 
medical practice necessi-
tated further changes in 
the hospital. 

With less emphasis 
on surgery, hospital 
stays had shortened, and 
emphasis switched to 
physical therapy, cardiac 
rehabilitation, lab work 
and X-r ay services.

In a Star Herald story 
at that time, Mayor Bill 
Weber was quoted as say-
ing, “Unless we meet the 
changing needs of people 
being served by this 
facility, we will eventu-
ally have the problems 
other rural hospitals are 
facing.”

In 1990, the hospital 
board approved fl oor 
plans for a $1.5-million 
expansion project. 

The most obvious 
change to the building 
was the new entrance 
and lobby. It was moved 
east and features an open 
courtyard with steps and 
a long ramp.

Inside, the business 
offi ces were expanded 
and centralized near the 
front of the building.  

Radiology was ex-
panded in the northwest 
corner of the building. 
The second operating 
room was fully equipped, 
doctors and families were 
provided more space to 
meet in private, and two 
birthing rooms allow pa-
tients to deliver without 
changing rooms.
Progressive thinking

Drs. Wrede Vogel and 
Gregory Kuiper joined 
LCH shortly after its 
renovation. Kuiper said 
the facility wasn’t the 
main reason he came to 
Luverne, but he said it 
played a role in his deci-
sion. 

“The biggest factors 
for our move were the 
quality of the medical 
group that was already 
here and the type of 
community Luverne is,” 
Kuiper said in a 1991 hos-
pital publication. 

“It’s encouraging to 
see a hospital with a vi-
sion for the future; the 
renovation is a part of 
that. I think Luverne has 
a little more insight than 
a lot of other communi-
ties.”

In that same publica-
tion, Mayor Weber said, 

“For many years, the hos-
pital has been a hidden 
asset in Luverne as far as 
overall importance to the 
community. We draw a lot 
of people into Luverne for 
health care services; that 
has some benefi ts to the 
community as a whole.”

New hospital 
on north side of town

The new Sioux Valley 
Hospital and Clinic broke 
ground on Sept. 2, 2004, 
in a former soybean fi eld 
north of the Veterans Ad-
dition along North High-
way 75.

With each develop-
ment of the $17.8 million 
complex, it was hard to 
miss the point that the 
project was a promising 
sign for Luverne’s future 
economic success.

After months of 
construction and 
years of planning, the 
93,000-square-foot cam-
pus opened July 17, 2005, 
then as Sioux Valley 
Luverne Medical Center.

The $18 million facil-
ity on the north edge of 
Luverne prompted the 
paving of 131st Street 
and the development of 
the new Manfred Heights 
housing addition.

The hospital construc-
tion was a bright spot in 
Luverne’s economic his-
tory, and it led to other 
opportunities as well.

Minnesota West Com-
munity and Technical 
College moved into the 
former Luverne hospital. 
On Sept. 15, 2006, the 
city, college and then-
Sioux Valley revealed 
plans for the “Luverne 
Education Center for 
Health Careers.”  

The learning center 
now boasts more than 
200 students and offers 
allied health programs in 
Medical Assisting, Medi-
cal Laboratory Techni-
cian, Phlebotomy, Surgi-
cal Technology and Ra-
diologic Technology. The 
need for employees in the 
health care industry has 
increased attendance at 
the Luverne Center more 
than 60 percent in the 
past year.

Related to that proj-
ect, Luverne City Hall 
moved its offi ces to that 
renovated building as 
well, to alleviate cramped 
space issues it was facing.
